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Plug one PowerLine AV Network Adapter into an AC wall outlet.
Verify that the Power LED is lit. If not, insert into another outlet.
Now plug the other PowerLine AV Network Adapter into an AC
wall outlet. Verify that the Power LED is lit.

To secure your network, press the Simple Connect button for
2 seconds on one of the adapters. The Power LED will start to
blink. Then, within 2 minutes, press the Simple Connect button

Once the Power LEDs stop blinking, verify that the PowerLine
LED is lit on both adapters. This indicates that your adapters are
properly connected to each other. If the LED is not lit, insert one

on the other adapter for 2 seconds. or both adapters into different outlets and repeat step 2.
