LED Colors:
Green - The link rate/quality is the best.

Installation

If any of the above items are missing, please contact your reseller.
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Amber - The link rate/quality is better.
Red - The link rate/quality is good.

Ethernet LED - A solid light indicates that the
Ethernet port is linked and will blink during
data transmission.
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Plug one PowerLine AV 500 Network Adapter into an AC wall
outlet. Verify that the Power LED is lit. If not, insert into another
outlet. Now plug the other PowerLine AV 500 Network Adapter
into an AC wall outlet. Verify that the Power LED is lit.

To secure your network, press the Simple Connect button for
2 seconds on one of the adapters. The Power LED will start to
blink. Then, within 2 minutes, press the Simple Connect button
on the other adapter for 2 seconds.

Once the Power LEDs stop blinking, verify that the PowerLine
LED is lit on both adapters. This indicates that your adapters are
properly connected to each other. If the LED is not lit, insert one
or both adapters into different outlets and repeat step 2.
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You may now attach Ethernet devices such as a router, computer, or game console
via an Ethernet cable. With the Ethernet device powered on, verify that the Ethernet
LED is lit on the adapters to indicate a good connection. Setup is complete.

1. For best results, use in a standard wall outlet without any other products plugged into the same outlet.
Connecting this product to a power strip or a surge protector may adversely affect the performance of this

2. Avoid using the PowerLine adapters in an electrical outlet that is located near an appliance that uses a lot of
power such as a washer, dryer, refrigerator, microwave, hair dryer, or air conditioning system.

Plug the PowerLine adapters in the same room in order to verify whether your home’s electrical wiring is
suitable. Once configured you may place the PowerLine adapters to the location of your choice.

The D-Link PowerLine AV 500 Utility (located on the included CD) is optional but is required for firmware
upgrades; and is used to manually configure your security/encryption settings, reset your PowerLine
adapters to the default settings, and display information such as firmware version, security settings, and
connection quality/speed. Please refer to the User Manual also on the included CD.
